Suki Finn is a philosopher who researches in the areas of feminist philosophy, bioethics,
metaphysics, and the epistemology of logic. She is the author of What's in a Doughnut Hole?:
And Other Philosophical Food for Thought (Icon Books, 2023) and the editor of Women of
Ideas: Interviews from Philosophy Bites (Oxford University Press, 2021). At this meeting, she
will speak on the philosophy of pregnancy. According to Finn, “every one of us has had some
interaction with pregnancy, having been pregnant ourselves or having been the result of
someone else's pregnancy,” whilst “women are underrepresented in philosophy. And
pregnancy is under-researched in philosophy.” In response to this situation, Finn has been
developing a philosophy of pregnancy and birth, drawing on metaphysics and de-gendering
and de-sexing motherhood.

In this meeting, Reina Saijo (Tokyo Denki University) and Miri Sakamoto (University of
Tokyo) will comment on Finn's talk. Saijo specializes in feminist philosophy and metaphysics
in analytic philosophy, which overlaps largely with Finn's expertise. Sakamoto specializes in
bioethics and applied ethics, particularly reproductive and nurturing ethics. It is expected that
through discussions among the speaker and the commentators, philosophical issues related to

pregnancy and birth will be examined from both perspectives of analytic philosophy and ethics.
